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Three scenarios will be modeled to prove the feasibility and functionality of H.E.A.R.T. (Heart Exercise Accelerometer Rehabilitation Tool).  The scenarios will demonstrate the key capabilities of the H.E.A.R.T. prototype.  It will record and integrate sensor data, discriminate exercises, and create a database friendly line of output that includes the exercise performed and the heart rate during the exercise.  The scenarios will demonstrate a user-friendly GUI implementation for the H.E.A.R.T. prototype and show the potential to create rapport between the cardiac patient and the rehabilitation specialist.
Scenario 1: New Patient Entering the H.E.A.R.T. Prototype Beta Trial
· Rehabilitation specialist creates a new patient

· Rehabilitation specialist assigns a prescription

· Rehabilitation assistant explains how to perform exercises

· Cardiologist explains how to use heart rate monitor

· Rehabilitation specialist schedules a follow-up appointment

Scenario 2: Patient Exercising at Home

· Log-in to software

· Views prescription

· Performs exercises

· View reports

Scenario 3: Patient Returns to Rehabilitation for a Follow-Up 
· Rehabilitation specialist synchronizes the patient’s H.E.A.R.T. prototype
· Rehabilitation specialist views a session report and gives encouragement

· Rehabilitation specialist views a Prescription report

· Rehabilitation specialist updates password and prescription

· Rehabilitation specialist synchronizes the H.E.A.R.T. prototype

· Patient returns home to log-in with new password and view prescription

Scenario 4: Independent Rehabilitation Specialist Analysis
· Review different patients exercise and heart rate performance
· Data mine anonymous patient exercise and heart rate data over demographic ranges
